Always perform a safety check before handling the firearm.

Once the firearm is unloaded, the pins connecting the upper and lower receivers need 

to be released. The pins can be pushed out using the tip of a cartridge or another 

suitable tool. First, release the rear pin, then the front pin.

After removing the pins, the upper and lower receiver 

can be easily separated. Set the lower receiver aside.

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DISASSEMBLY

Next, pull the charging handle to the rear to release the bolt from 

the receiver. Grip the bolt and carefully slide it outwards.

Once the charging handle is removed from the upper receiver, pull it back, 

then tilt it into alignment with the barrel and finally remove it.

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To remove the handguard, a 4 mm Allen key is required. 

Loosen the screw by turning it counterclockwise and then remove it.

Slide the handguard forward toward the muzzle and remove it. 

If it gets stuck in the initial phase of movement, a light tap may help.

Reassembly is performed in reverse order. Follow the steps from point 06 back to point 01.

CLEANING AND LUBRICATION
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To ensure proper function of the firearm 

and prevent jamming, it is essential to clean 

it after every use. For regular maintenance, 

it is recommended to use non-corrosive oils 

commonly available for firearms.

All sliding and moving parts of the firearm 

must be thoroughly lubricated. The barrel 

should be cleaned and a suitable oil applied, 

then always wiped dry.

Regularly inspect the condition of the firearm, especially the barrel and bolt 

mechanism, to prevent potential damage, deformation, or cracking.

Insert the magazine and ensure it is seated correctly.

Engage the safety.

Before loading and beginning to shoot, follow these guidelines:

PROCEDURE IN CASE OF MISFIRE

Visually inspect the ejection port. 

Keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction and wait at least 60 seconds. 

Pull the bolt back and remove the misfired cartridge. 

Engage the safety and carefully inspect the removed round. 

Have the misfired cartridge disposed of by a qualified person.
